Join us for the 2010 Winning Big Through Health Partnerships Workshop, sponsored by the University of New Mexico Public Health Program.   Community members and academics will learn how to expand their community engagement skills in this interactive workshop on April 30, 2010.

You are invited to submit an abstract for our 2010 Winning Big Through Health Partnerships Workshop poster session. We seek abstracts that address our conference themes and offer examples of effective integration of health research, community partnership programs, and the implementation of research findings, as well as programs and services that address the continuum of care for addressing health disparities. The workshop will provide the opportunity for bi-directional learning and hands-on activities and to increase skills in culturally-centered research and partnering.  At the close of the meeting there will be a final dialogue on what we have learned regarding how to facilitate mutual reward structures for communities and researchers alike. The workshop will consist of four facilitated discussions among community and academic research partners, educators, and activists involved in community participatory research and will be an excellent opportunity to share lessons learned and influence best practices.
About the Poster Session: Posters will be presented during the Lunch Session and will showcase ongoing community - university health research partnerships in the Southwest and beyond. Abstracts for posters must clearly identify the health area or problem targeted through research, education, or program services. This might include: 

· A strategy to translate "frontline" (community/clinic) knowledge to improving research, 

· An approach to educating and training academic researchers and/or community partners, 

· Strategies used to disseminate and implement best practices that address:

· Challenges and Solutions to Partnering

· Improving Health through Culturally-Centered Research
· Serving Communities through CBPR and Policy Making

Posters Poster sessions are designed to give presenters an opportunity to discuss their abstract and exchange ideas with colleagues and new audiences.  We hope it will promote conversations and networking among conference participants.  

Who should submit a poster abstract? Community partners, academic faculty, students, community based health care providers and community researchers are invited to submit abstracts for poster presentations. The audience for this conference will include community researchers, practice based and academic researchers interested in community engagement and research partnerships, and others interested in community engaged research. 

Abstract Selection Criteria:
Abstracts must be submitted for a poster presentation. Space is limited, so early registration is strongly recommended. Submissions on common or similar topics will be grouped together.  Selection criteria will be based on relevance, significance, quality, originality, clarity, and overall presentation. Attendees should be able to understand the fundamentals of your program, project or study from your abstract and/or poster. 

Abstracts must be limited to 250 words or less and submitted to sstone@salud.unm.edu by April 15, 2010.  The abstract must list the author’s names, e-mails, affiliations (academic or community) and the title of the poster.  Submissions must be submitted as an attachment in a Word or other word processing document or as text in the e-mail.

If your abstract has been selected for the poster session one or more presenting authors must  register for the workshop and you will receive information concerning setup and breakdown hours.
